1. Only one single-slide/static poster is allowed per group of two participants.

2. Participation is strictly on a first-come, first-served basis. The registration link will be
closed once the required number of entries is received.

3. Al generated posters are strictly prohibited. Al tools may be used only for assistance.

4. The poster must follow a 4:5 aspect ratio (Instagram post dimensions).
5. No sensitive or controversial content is permitted.

6. Cross-college teams are not allowed.

7. Postgraduate students are ineligible to participate.

8. Each group will be given 6 + 1 minutes to present their poster.

9. The deadline for Poster Submission is 27th January, 2025 (midnight). Email your
submission to politicalsciencesociety.loretoc@gmail.com positively.

10. Each poster must include a clear and focused title reflecting the theme and a well-
defined central argument related to elections and democracy.

11. The poster must contain conceptual and analytical content.

12. A short concluding note highlighting democratic responsibility or civic awareness must
be included.

13. Evaluation will be based on relevance to the theme, depth and clarity of content,
analytical insight and originality, integration of visuals with arguments, and overall
coherence and presentation.

14. The judge’s decision shall be final.

15. Submission and display guidelines must be strictly followed.
